e Turn right — sign posted Pryors Hayes, onto Shay Lane, follow the road for 1 mile and the entrance to
Pryors Hayes Golf Club can be found on the right.

Landmarks

At Tarvin — Thai at the Copper Kettle Pub on the left.

From M6 Junction 19

e Take A556 signposted Chester — this is a dual carriageway for 16.8 miles

e The road then turns into A54 — follow this for 1 mile.

e Turn left at sign for Pryors Hayes onto Shay Lane, follow the road for 1 mile and Pryors Hayes Golf
Club can be found on the right.
